DOs & DON'Ts

DO's

Use proper and specialized tools for
mounting/de-mounting

Use the correct size of tyre that matches the
equipment

Use good quality valve core/caps

Remove core/core housing and completely
deflate before de-mounting

Inspect tyre and tube to assess, clean, check for
damages, etc

Use a new tube of correct size on a new tyre

Lubricate tyre beads with approved
lubricants only

Use long hose with clip on chuck
Use reliable tyre pressure gauge

Use proper ballasting/hydro-inflation

DON'Ts

Do not mix radial rear farm tyre with equivalent
bias ply farm tyre on the same tractor

Do not Inflate beyond 35 PSI for tyre bead
seating

Do not use damaged rims/tyres

Do not use silicon/oil /grease for bead
lubrication

Do not stand on the tyre while inflation
Do not use damaged valve cores/caps
Do not remove tyre before complete deflation

Do not re-inflate a tyre, that has been run flat,
casing damaged

Do not use tubes badly damaged

Use loose gaiters to repair a tyre damage
